Bus 31.  Inclusion of a stop at Country Fare in the mornings, and opposite Country Fare in the 
afternoons. 
 
Bus 45.  Will travel around Wairoa Rd/Crawford Rd/Junction Rd, but will not travel on Crawford Rd past 
the Junction Rd intersection.  All students living past #284 Crawford Rd will get on bus 44, then 
Otumoetai College & Intermediate students will transfer to 45 at the cnr. Of Junction Rd & Minden Rd 
in the mornings; and the cnr. Of Crawford Rd & Junction Rd in the afternoons.  (This affects approx 4 
students from OC based on current lists).   
 
Bus 46.  Will carry Tauranga Boys’ College students only.  This is the only capacity for TBC from 
Papamoa. 
 
Bus 47.  Will carry Tauranga Girls’ College students only, the same route as 46 has been doing this 
year.   
 
Bus 48.  Will carry Tauranga Intermediate and St Marys only.  Morning route stays the same as 2009, 
but will come over the harbour bridge and drop off at St Marys first in the mornings.  In the afternoons 
will pick up at Tauranga Intermediate first then St Marys, then head for Papamoa; Mt Maunganui 
students last to be dropped off in pm.  This will hopefully shorten the school day for everyone who 
uses this route.

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Health: The Need to be Sun Smart in the Sun 

 

It is a known fact that skin cancer is the most common form of cancer affecting New Zealanders.  We 
have one of the highest melanoma death rates in the world.    There is strong evidence that excessive 
exposure to UV radiation during childhood and adolescence is a risk factor for developing skin cancer 
later in life.   
Things to help prevent skin cancer include: 
 

§ Slip – into a shirt.  Cover up and reduce sun exposure during the hottest part of the day 11am-
4pm. 

§ Slop – on sunscreen before going outdoors (30+ SPF broad spectrum).  Always wear sunscreen 
regularly and remember to apply and reapply when swimming. 

§ Slap – on a hat with a brim or cap with flaps to protect face, ears and neck.  Wear sun protective 
clothing. 

§ Wrap – on a pair of UV protective sunglasses to protect your eyes. 
§ Keep Hydrated - Drink plenty of water to keep hydrated. 
 

We strongly recommend that your daughter wear a hat while at school, particularly during Physical 
Education or any outside event during terms 1 and 4.  It is not a compulsory requirement but is 
strongly recommended for their own wellbeing.  We do supply sunscreen in the gym and pool area, 
however we do encourage students to bring their own sunscreen to avoid sunburn while swimming or 
Physical Education;  we also have sunshades around the school grounds.  We really appreciate parents 
support on helping us provide a safe yet fun environment for your daughters.  Thank you. 
 

So remember always SLIP, SLOP, SLAP and WRAP and if in doubt get your moles checked!
